Dress Code 2015-2016 School Year

Dear Scholars, Parents, and Guardians: 
New Media Technology Charter School requires scholars to wear the approved uniform at all times while at school and at school-related events and activities.  There will be NO dress down days for the 2015-2016 school years.  However, there will be “Professional Dress Days” and “Spirit Days” when other specific clothing items, specified in the chart below, should be worn.  We require students wear uniforms for the following reasons:

· Wearing a uniform fosters a sense of unity and togetherness.

· Wearing a uniform eliminates overdressing, under dressing, or ranges in the styles and formality of student dress.
· Wearing a uniform reduces distractions within the school environment.

	Shirt Color by Grade
	· Grades 6-8 - Gold polo shirt with logo

· Grade 9 - Black polo shirt with logo
· Grades 10 & 11 - Red polo shirt with logo

· Grade 12 - Green polo  shirt with NMTCS logo

Although there are changes in the shirt color, all white polo shirts with the NMTCS logo will be acceptable for this year.  See below for more information on the change.

	Bottoms
	· Black twill pants/slacks/khakis 

· NO jeans/denim, cargos or pants with side pockets
· No tight or form-fitting bottoms

· Pockets and belt loops are necessary

	Boys Professional Dress

(For Professional Dress Days ONLY)
	· Slacks (NOT Jeans, Joggers or Cargo Pants)
· Button-up, oxford-style collar shirt (NOT a polo)

· Tie

· Dress Shoe 

· Suit - optional

	Girls Professional Dress

(For Professional Dress Days ONLY)
	· Skirt and Shirt  (Skirts should be no shorter than 3 inches above the knee)
· Dress or Dress Pants Suit

· Dress Shoes  (no open toe/no boots)  
· Blouse/ Shirt (sleeves are required)

	Footwear
	· No open toes 
· No slippers

· No boots above mid-calf

	Accessories

	· Belts – plain (No jewels, no studs, no large buckles)
· Socks

	Over Garments

(Not mandatory but strongly suggested)
	· Black cardigan sweater with NMTCS logo

· Black V-neck sweater with NMTCS logo

· Black Blazer with NMTCS logo

	· NMTCS Sweat shirt without a hood

· NMTCS T-Shirt

· School pants or Jeans

· No rips in jeans, this includes “designer rips/tears
· No sweat pants/No Shorts
· No leggings, no jeggings

Reason for Uniform Changes:

New Media Technology Charter School has decided to make a strategic change in the color of our uniform tops. For the 2015-16 school years, white oxford shirts will NOT be the only option for students to purchase. Our change was intended to achieve two main goals:

· To save money for our families – White shirts discolor easily.  The darker colors will decrease the need to purchase additional shirts during the year.
· To increase student pride - The darker color uniform tops will hold up better due to constant washing. Thus, scholars will feel better about their overall appearance. We would also like to foster a sense of comradery and community for each grade level.   
General Dress Code Requirements: Scholars must arrive in uniform each day.  Scholars who arrive out of compliance WILL NOT be allowed to attend classes and will be redirected home after a phone call is made to a parent or guardian.
The uniform must be worn appropriately in adherence with our notion of decorum:

· Clean and pressed collar shirts/blouses must be tucked in at all times;
· Shirts/blouses must have sleeves;
· Pants must be pulled to the waist and belted;
· Low rise and sagging pants are not permitted.  A belt is a must.
· No scarves, or head coverings, unless for religious or cultural purposes;
· Plain black belt/no jewels, studs, insignias, or large buckles;
· Outerwear may not be worn in the building;
· Shirt/blouse tails must be long enough to be tucked into the pants.
Note: New Media Technology Charter School has central air conditioning throughout the school building. During all of the seasons of the school calendar, our school’s temperature inside our classrooms and community spaces remain cool.  Due to the cool temperature, (65-70 degrees) of our school building, throughout the seasons, scholars and parents are highly encouraged to purchase a sweater or blazer with the NMTCS logo.  No non-uniform items will be permitted, despite the temperature.
NMTCS reserves the right to confiscate inappropriate attire.  Items or attire that linger in a “gray area” of appropriateness is up to the discretion of Administration.  The following clothing items are prohibited, without exception:
Hoodies, T-shirts, jeans, Short tops, shorts, flip flops, sandals, clogs, night caps, bonnets, hair netting, hair scarves, neck scarves, hats, do-rags, faded, ripped or frayed clothing, tight-fitting clothing, plunging necklines, leggings, footless tights.
Approved Uniform Companies to Purchase School Uniforms 
Flynn and O’Hara and Blu-Hawk Uniforms are the only approved uniform companies.  Purchases made outside of our sole distributors may result in the purchase of the wrong item, thereby jeopardizing the ability for scholars to attend classes.
